AIMS AND OBJECTIVES 

Our policy is based on the notion that school uniform:

• Makes all children feel equal to their peers 

• Is practical and smart 

• Is good value and promotes the purchase of pre-loved uniform 

• Is easy to wear 

 

UNIFORM 

All uniform, water bottles and book bags must be clearly marked. Children may like 

to personalise their book bag by attaching a small key ring, teddy or ribbon. The 

colours of our school uniform are royal blue, grey and white.

Most items of clothing, which do not have logos, may be purchased from local 

supermarkets or from our pre-loved stock, sold by our Friends of Fulmer, to raise 

funds for the school.

SUNNY WEATHER 

During sunny weather all children will need a sun hat or legionnaires cap. For cold 

weather a woolly hat is required. Children go outside in most weathers so hooded 

coats are needed every day from September onwards. 

 

JEWELLERY 

For Health and Safety reasons jewellery is not permitted in school.  

 

HAIR 

Parents should tie back any hair, which is long enough, securely with a plain blue, 

black or white scrunchie/band. 

Any other hair accessories should be blue, black or white and should be small in
